Students will then draw a "blue-print" of their
invention, create their finished invention out
of recycled materials, and "market" it with a
poster and an advertisement.

Week 4: August 2-6 @
What is an eco-system and what

can we do to preserve it? Students learn the
answer by observing the plants and animals
living right here at our EPDS site. A look at the
rainforest will also show what nature has to
offer and how its destruction even affects
people so far away. We'll discuss how litter
and pollution affect the environment. Then we
will take objects that would be thrown away
and turn them into something useful. Each
day, students will make an object, such as a

bird feeder, a vase or a planter, out of reusable
items.
